The cemetery is fully marked out and notice the Campfield Press 
building and 3ÁÎÄÅÒȭÓ Orchid Nursery either side of the railway line.  The 
area we know as Fleetville is still open countryside. 

1925 

You can clearly see the Ashley Road 
Brickworks and the gravel workings either 
side of what is now Ashley Road. A large 
tract of land, shown in green, belonged to 
Joseph Godseff who lived on Camp Road. 

1951 

The war is over and Cambridge Road 
has been extended to the Ashley Road 
end although that is still a muddy 
track. Ely Road and Oxford Avenue are 
now built and ÉÔȭÓ looking very much 
like the Cambridge Road we all know 
and love now. 
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
